MY WITNESS OF L IFE  IN  THE  SPIRIT     By Father Tim Nolan  

   It was a Thursday night when I first went to a Charismatic 
Prayer Meeting.  About 300 people were gathered. There 
was joyous singing and praising God, reading Scriptures and 
prophesying, singing in tongues and joyful acclamations. At 
the end of the meeting it was announced that anybody who 
wanted prayer could go to the Prayer Room and be prayed 
with for the Baptism of the Holy Spirit. I had read about it 
and knew how much I needed it.  

Repent, Be Baptized, and Submit 

   A team of lay people welcomed me to the Prayer Room 
and began to minister to me. They opened the Bible and 
read Acts 2:37-39 Repent and be baptized, every one of 
you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of 
your sins; and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spir-
it.  They said, òFather, hereõs what you do.  First, youõve got 
to repent.ó òOh, Okay.ó  I wasnõt doing this out loud, but 
they were urging me on in the Spirit to repent as thoroughly 
as I could and then they said, the second thing you need to 
do is give everything youõve got over into the hands of the 

Lord; submit your whole 
life to Christ, surrender your 
background, your education, 
your ministry, your family, 
your possessions, everything.  
They helped me and prayed 
with me. 

   After those two steps, they 
said, òNow just sit still.  
Youõve repented and re-
newed your baptismal com-
mitment.  Those are your 
two steps.  We will pray with 
you that Jesus will keep his 
promise and  

baptize you in the Holy Spirit.ó It was very peaceful, 
very gentle prayer, no fireworks, no earthquakes and I 
can remember getting up off the chair--the whole thing 
didnõt take 20 minutes--and just kind of floating out 
the door in this bubble of peace.  I remember waking 
during the night.  There was this prayer meeting going 
on inside of me.  The Father and the Son and the Holy 
Spirit were dancing for joy over me. Needless to say 
Prayer Meetings became a regular part of my life after 
that. 

   Iõm sure I wouldnõt be a priest today had 
that not happened! 

 

How The Baptism of  the Holy Spirit Made All

ß It allowed me to experience that God really loves 
me.  I wasnõt alone.   

ß He really was with me.   
ß It was a deep, heartfelt personal love and care that 

was overwhelming.   
ß I wanted to pray, I loved to pray.  Prayer became 

the desire and the delight of my heart.   
ß The Scriptures came alive, nourishing me in ways 

that I had not experienced before. 
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How Do I Continue to Live in the Power of  the 
Holy Spirit?   

   Iõve got to stay plugged in or I wonõt have anything to give.  
I can tell when I get unplugged--I mean it just all goes flat--I 
havenõt got a spiritual thought in my head.  Then I need to 
go back to Acts 2:37--repent, recommit and receive again.  
Itõs amazing to me how fruitful those three steps are.  Every 
time I celebrate Mass I prepare by going through those three 
steps before hand.  That way my repentance is up to date 
and Iõm ready for the Penitential Rite. Iõve recommitted my 
life afresh to Jesus and am ready to place it on the altar at the 
Preparation of the Gifts. In those moments of thanksgiving 
after communion Iõm ready to receive that fresh infusion of 
the Holy Spirit, the same Holy Spirit that changed that Bread 
and Wine into the real Body and Blood of Jesus that I just 
received.

Over the years he has 

served as Chaplain at Benilde High School, 

Spiritual Director at Saint John Vianney
