
 

 

G  od has great plans for each one of us but are we 
ready to respond like our blessed Mother Mary 

with a firm ’Fiat Voluntas tua!’ (’Let it be done according 
to Your Will’)?  We ask for the Holy Spirit to come into 
our lives, but are you ready to answer His calling?  We are 
given this greatest gift that one could possible receive— 
God Himself dwelling in the temples of our bodies since 
we were baptized, but are we living the life in the Spirit 
that each one of us is called to? 
 

   Little did we know what living in the Spirit really was, 
when I moved with my wife to Rochester, MN for a 
postdoctoral research project at the Mayo Clinic.  As a 
brain scientist working on the mental phenomena of 
memory and cognition, I always had a careful and rather 
dismissive attitude towards the supernatural gifts of the 
Holy Spirit.  In fact, I would even mock my parents about 
their charismatic prayer group, “Zrodlo Wody 
Zywej” (Spring of the Living Water) in Gdansk, Poland.  
Nevertheless, in my continued strife to be a good scientist 
and a faithful Catholic, I had an open mind and a seed of 
faith for the amazing things that my parents were sharing 
with us.  Our arrival in the United States, where the 
Catholic Charismatic Renewal began over fifty years ago, 
was a perfect opportunity to do “my own” 
investigation…. 
 

   We attended the Charism School with Damian Stayne, 
which completely transformed our faith, marriage and 
daily life.  All of the promises and prophecies described in 
the Bible came alive and we experienced the Church on fire 
with the Holy Spirit just like in the Acts of the Apostles.  
The scientist in me witnessed the blind seeing, the lame 
walking, the sick healed and the oppressed 
delivered...above all, we both felt the power of God’s love 
with all the brothers and sisters that were there.  It was so    

profound that I was not afraid to die at that moment — 
so real was heaven to me.   
 

   It was like a glimpse of the Church in the Acts of the 
Apostles, where thousands would convert, sell, and 
share all they have and live in one Body to experience 
the love and supernatural presence of God daily. We 
started longing and looking for this new life that we 
tasted.  Why is our local church not like that?  Why 
is our life not like that? 
 
   What happened next can be summarized as 
surrendering our lives and listening to the Holy Spirit.  
Through the help of our parents and many brothers and 
sister in the CCRO and our local prayer group, “Lumen 
Christi” united in the same thirst for the Holy Spirit, we 
started regular prayer meetings, social events, and 
ministry for the Church.  In the last four years since our 
life-changing event, Lumen Christi has organized

For the 
promise is made to you and to your children and to all 
those far off, whomever the Lord our God will call.ò  He 
testified with many other arguments, and was exhort-
ing them, ñSave yourselves from this corrupt  

generation.ò  Those who accepted his message were 
baptized, and about three thousand persons were 

added that day.   

They devoted themselves to the teaching of the    
apostles and to the communal life, to the breaking of 
the bread and to the prayers.  Awe came upon every-
one, and many wonders and signs were done through 
the apostles.  All who believed were together and had 

all things in common.

CHARISM WORKSHOPS  

In March, the Workshop was on the Gift of Healing, 
Thank you to presenter, Jan George, for traveling from 
Fargo to be present the workshop.  Here are some of 
her nuggets she summarized for us: 

   Sickness, disease, and brokenness are conditions of 
man due to the Fall, a state only God can reverse.  
Whether we experience healing as a natural gift 
(through medical science or the power of the body to 
heal itself) or a supernatural gift (the charism of heal-
ing), all healing has its source in God.  “I am the Lord, 
your healer,”  God says (Ex 15:26).  From the very be-
ginning God reveals that He will deliver, heal, and    
restore man to health of mind, spirit, and body.  This 
Good News is revealed in the Person of Jesus, Who 
casts out demons, heals every form of illness, and raises 
the dead; and once He has risen from the dead, He 
[pours out His Spirit upon believers so that we can car-
ry on Jesus’ work in His Name.  As members of the 
Body of Christ, we become instruments of God’s heal-
ing power, ministering to others not only in natural 
ways but in supernatural ways because of the divine life 
that is in us.  “Whoever believes in me will perform the 
same works I do,” Jesus says.  The work is God’s.  Our 
‘work’ is to believe in Him and to serve Him by showing
